Scene 1
Creating your first Web page

Basic format

Open up notepad (If you are using Windows) or SimpleText (if you are using Macs) and type in the following code:

<!DOCTYPE html PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD XHTML 1.0 Transitional//EN" "http://www.w3.org/TR/xhtml1/DTD/xhtml1-transitional.dtd">

<html xmlns="http://www.w3.org/1999/xhtml">

<head>

<title>My Web Site </title>

<meta http-equiv="Content-Type" content="text/html; charset=iso-8859-1" />

</head>
<body>

My name is 

</body>

</html>

We will make this page as our homepage. So save this page as index.htm inside your root directory. 

Please note: This page is saved outside your pages folder but inside your root folder.

Now go to your root folder and you should see a HTML document. Double click on it and you should see your web page displayed inside the web browser.

Scene 2
Accessing notepad 

Let us say you would like to add new tags or make some changes then in the browser window – Click on View (menu) > Source

This will open up the notepad to add or make changes to your code.

The other way to open up notepad is simply to right click on the webpage and choose View Source.
Scene 3
Making changes and adding new tags

Let’s say you would like to see your name in the web page then open up the notepad and type in your name next to “My name is”

This is how it should look:

<!DOCTYPE html PUBLIC "-//W3C//DTD XHTML 1.0 Transitional//EN" "http://www.w3.org/TR/xhtml1/DTD/xhtml1-transitional.dtd">

<html xmlns="http://www.w3.org/1999/xhtml">

<head>

<title>My Web Site </title>

<meta http-equiv="Content-Type" content="text/html; charset=iso-8859-1" />

</head>

<body>

My name is John Doe

</body>

</html>
Save the file or Control + S on notepad

Go to the browser window and click on the Refresh button to see the changes.

Note: Every time you make any changes or add new tags then you must save the file and hit the refresh button on the browser.

Scene 4
Carriage Returns 

Let us say, you type in the following two lines inside your <body> tag:

This is line one
This is line two
When you preview it in the browser, you will see that it shows up as one line.

If you would like to use a paragraph then 

<p>This is line one</p>

<p>This is line two  </p>

Let’s say we want to add a third line but you want a simple line break then use the <br /> tag inside the <p> tag:

<p>This is line one</p>

<p>This is line two<br />

  This is line three

 </p>

Scene 5
Inserting Image

To insert an image, first download an image from the Web (or create an image or use any of your images on your machine) and save it in the images folder. Let’s say the name of the image is picture.png

Inside the <body> and </body> tags, write the following code:

<img src="images/picture.png" />

Note, I am assuming that the picture is inside the images folder and the HTML document is inside the root folder but outside any sub folder. If the HTML document and picture are on the same level then the code should be - <img src="picture.png" />
Save the file and refresh your browser. You should be able to see the image in your browser window. 

Scene 6
Uploading your files to the Web server

There are a couple of ways to upload your files to the Web server. I will show you how to use Internet Explorer (browser) to upload your files.

Here is an example:

Sign up with www.websamba.com
You should receive an email from them with the following information:

Your User Name: 

Your Password: 

FTP address: ftp13.websamba.com
Your url: http://www.websamba.com/Your username

Step 1. Now open up your Internet Explorer and type in the FTP address, that is ftp13.websamba.com
Step 2. In the dialog box, type in your user name and password. Once you click on the button “Logon” you will be in root directory of websamba.com

Step 3.  Drag your images folder as well as your home page to websamba.com’s root directory. 

Step 4. Open you a new window in IE and type in your URL. 

Step 5. You should be able to view your web page. Congratulations!
