Here is a simple table. The code goes inside <body> and </body> tags.

  <tr>

    <th>Fruits</th>

    <th>Vegetables</th>

  </tr>

  <tr>

    <td>Apples</td>

    <td>Beans</td>

  </tr>

</table>
Note: tr stands for Table Row, th stands for Table Header (makes the text bold) and td stands for Table Data (which is regular text).

A border helps your table stand out.

Inside the <table> tag, type border="2"
Example:

Note: You can change whatever numbers you want for width and height

Cell Properties

To change the cell’s background color:

<td align="center" valign="middle" bgcolor="#996600">Apples</td>
Note: For align, you use left, center or right and for valign you can use top, middle or bottom.
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
