Scene 1

Creating a Form

Let’s type in the following code in notepad and save it as – form.htm

Scene 2

The form has three important parts: the FORM tag, the form elements like fields and menus and the submit button which send the data to the CGI script or any page to process the information.

The form tag has two attributes: action and method

Action refers to the where the form data will be sent

Method refers to how the form data will be sent, which again has values – POST or GET.

As regards form elements, there are various types elements such as text fields, radio buttons, checkboxes, textarea, menus, lists boxes, etc. Every form element has a name and a value.

Scene 3

Creating radio buttons

With radio buttons, you can choose only one option at a time.

Open up a new file in notepad and type the following code:

<INPUT type="radio" name="country" value=”Africa”> Africa

<INPUT type="submit" value="Process">

Note: For each set of radio buttons, it has the same name. Here I have used “country”

Creating Check boxes

With check boxes, you can choose as many options as you like.
